Cwm-Weeg garden has featured on television and in garden magazines. The 15th century farmhouse has about 3 acres of formal garden set within 21 acres of wild flower meadows and ancient bluebell woodland. Special features include sculptures, fountains, grottos, a moss garden and a stumpery.

Grooms Cottage Garden covers around ½ an acre in size and comprises a selection of mixed herbaceous borders and a wealth  of English roses. Highlights include several home-made water features, raised beds and pergolas, an oriental garden and a Hosta garden, plus a productive fruit and vegetable garden and greenhouse. Grooms Cottage won the People’s choice award in the BBC Gardeners World ‘Gardens of the year’ in 2024.

Broadward is a  family home and the walled garden is host to the National Collection of Historic Hemerocallis and Nepeta. Caro who is a conservationist, plants woman, lecturer, writer and nursery owner) is reviving and restoring the garden that dates back to at least Regency times. It had lavish funding spent on it at the end of the Nineteenth century but sadly became seriously neglected in the early part of the twentieth century.
